There are
nearly 5 million such businesses in the UK, employing around 14.4 million people. In 2015,
small- and medium-sized enterprises contributed £24bn to the UK economy.

This qualification is the same size and level as a GCSE and is aimed at everyone who wants
to find out more about enterprise and entrepreneurship. 
You will learn about the ideas, mindsets and successes of enterprises and entrepreneurs. You will learn about planning, finance, including cash flows, and how to take a product to market. You will develop an idea for a small enterprise of your own and plan how best to set it up and fund it. You will work with others in order to run a small enterprise, using your knowledge and building your entrepreneurial skills.

During the course you will also develop important skills that are useful in any industry, such as
problem solving, decision making, innovation, project management, team working and
communication.
