The Pearson Edexcel Level 1/Level 2 GCSE in Spanish (9-1) allows students to develop their ability to
communicate with French native speakers in both speech and writing. They will study a variety of topics
and themes relevant to their age and interests. These Themes are: Identity and culture; Local area,
holiday and travel; School; Future aspirations, study and work; International and global dimension.

Students will develop their note taking skills, reading for gist, translation skills and writing in a range of
registers.
